Important: This Kolpin Roof is exclusively designed for your vehicle. Please read the installation instructions thoroughly before
beginning. Installation is easier if the vehicle is clean and free of debris. For your safety, and to ensure a satisfactory installation,
perform all installation steps correctly in the sequence shown.

Installation Instructions:

1. Shift vehicle transmission into “PARK”. Turn key to
“OFF” position and remove from vehicle.

2. Place Roof onto the roll cage and align the mounting
holes. (See lllustration 1-1).

3. Loosely install two M6 x 25mm Torx Screws (Item #2)
on the rear wall of the Roof. The Torx Screws will self
tap threads into the OEM holes in the roll cage. Then
loosely install two M6 x 25mm Torx Screws (ltem #2)
and Lock Nuts (ltem #4) on the top side of the rear
Roof section. Be sure not to cross thread fasteners.
(See lllustration 1-2).

4. Loosely install three M6 x 25mm Torx Screws (ltem
#2) and Lock Nuts (Item #4) in the mounting holes
towards the center of the Roof. Be sure not to cross
thread fasteners. (See lllustration 1-3).
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5. Loosely install two M6 x 25mm Torx Screws (Item
#2), Mounting Brackets (ltem #3) and Lock Nuts (ltem T
#4) as shown. (See lllustration 1-4). ]

6. Align and center Roof to desired position before tight-
ening hardware. ‘

7. Tighten all hardware to specification.
